Purpose: This research aims to identify, categorize, and analyze the various challenges of social
entrepreneurship education and the proposed solutions from research to address these challenges.

Methodology: This applied research uses a systematic literature review based on the PRISMA 2020
standard. A search was conducted in the ScienceDirect and Scopus databases using keywords related to
"education," "social entrepreneurship," and "challenges™ between 2020 and 2025. Scientific and research
articles focusing on social entrepreneurship education and its challenges were reviewed, and their quality
was assessed using the CASP tool.

Findings: Social entrepreneurship education faces significant challenges that are divided into four main
categories: economic, ethical, technological, and policy-related. These include a lack of institutional
support, financial constraints, a failure to integrate social entrepreneurship education into the general
public education system, inadequate information and communication technology infrastructure, a shortage
of specialized instructors, and resistance to change among educational stakeholders. Overcoming these
challenges requires a focus on interdisciplinary approaches, developing experiential learning methods, and
supportive policymaking.

Conclusion: Research on social entrepreneurship education has confirmed its effectiveness in developing
entrepreneurial skills, social awareness, and positive social transformation. The development of social
entrepreneurship education is crucial for solving complex social and economic problems. This is a growing
field that requires stronger educational and research frameworks. Much of the existing literature is
fragmented and often tends to view social entrepreneurship education from a regional or specific context,
without providing a comprehensive picture of the global trends and challenges facing this field.
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
