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Considerina the vital role of the maritime transnort industrv as the most
efficient method of international commercial exchanoes and the
irrenlaceable role of the element of time in this field. anv delav in the
deliverv of the vessel can result in sianificant financial losses for the
owner. In the event of a delav in the deliverv of the vessel. resultina
from a number of factors. includina the failure to clear the aoods in a
timelv manner and nort conaestion. the owner of the vessel is subiect to
financial losses. To mitioate the risk of such delavs and the subseauent
extra stons of the vessel. a provision for demurraae is incorporated into
everv vovaae charter partv. Due to the new conditions and the demand
for additional davs. it is alwavs considered one of the common reasons
for the conflict between vessel owners and charterers. and this issue has
resulted in numerous lawsuits in the leaal svstem of different countries.
Nevertheless. a matter that has aiven rise to considerable discord
between the parties is the potential for the imposition of increased
damaaes on the owner of the vessel. In certain instances. the deliverv of
a shio can be subiect to delavs that extend bevond the stioulated
timeframe. Such delavs can result in various forms of damaaes.
includina the loss of aoods. as well as an increase in taxes and customs
duties for the owner of the vessel. In this article. usina an analvtical
descrintive method. while investicatina the nature of demurrace in the
leaal svstem of different countries. we will examine the leaal
procedures aovernina the pavment of demurrace with other maritime
damaaes. The findinas of the research indicate that iudicial brocedures.
excent in excentional cases. consider demurraae as an exclusive method
to cover all damaaes caused bv vessel delav. In order to claim their
actual losses and receive damaaes in excess of the fixed amount of the
demurrer, it is necessary for the owner to prove a separate violation.
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Introduction

In Maritime trade, the element of time has always been of special
importance to ship owners. Because the extra stop of the ship causes the loss
of profit and the expected benefit from the ship's operation. Therefore,
within the framework of the voyage charter party, the owner tries to avoid
the delay of the ship during this operation by including the contractual
condition, while sharing the risk of the ship being delayed. In this regard,
the parties to the voyage charter party agree that a stipulated period, known
as laytime, is defined in the contract. This period is designated for the
loading and unloading of cargo. In the event that the charterer fails to load
or discharge by the charterer within the stipulated timeframe, this constitues
the breach of the contract and the owner can claim payment of a certain
amount under the title of demurrage at an agreed rate. However, in certain
instances, the victim may perceive the delay in loading or discharging the
vessel as the origin of their losses, attributable to the vessel's additional stop,
and may consequently seek redress for their losses.. It seems that the
determination of the legal nature of demurrage and the determination of the
liability arising from it, according to the review of judicial procedures,
cannot be justified by the fact that demurrage can be collected with other
damages. In this research, we seek to identify the answers to the following
questions: if the charterer's violation regarding the extra stop of the ship
causes other damages, is it possible to claim it despite the demurrage clause
in the contract? Furthermore, in instances where the owner incurs damages
that exceed the stipulated additional stoppage rent, it is imperative to
ascertain the feasibility of recourse against the charterer.

Methods

The present study constitutes an attempt to initiate a new chapter in the field
of maritime law by exploring the nature of demurrage and its capacity to
collect other marine damages. This endeavor involves a comparative
investigation of relevant foreign sources, including books, articles, and
judicial procedures, with a view to adapting the findings to the accepted
laws and principles of legal systems.
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Conclusions

A thorough examination of cases pertaining to voyage charter parties
involving the extension of the ship's tenure beyond the stipulated contractual
duration can result in numerous complications, including the loss and
damage to goods, the loss of customers, the imposition of additional taxes
and customs duties, and other such consequences; Therefore, the owner of
the ship seeks to redress for their actual losses. A careful examination of the
cases related to the voyage charter party indicates that the compensation of
the owner's losses caused by the extra stop of the ship; is only limited to the
rent of additional stop days (demurrage). If the owner tries to claim his
actual losses incurred, it is incumbent upon them to provide evidence of a
separate violation of the extra stop of the vessel. However, determining
whether an independent breach or multiple breaches have occurred in
maritime disputes; is considered to be a very complex issue that leads to
different interpretations regarding the nature of the rent for additional
downtime as well as judicial procedures created by the courts of different
countries. The prevailing approach of experts and current procedures in
international sea transportation indicates that other damages caused due to
delay in loading and discharging cannot be accumulated with demurrage
and compensation will be possible only in the form of a demurrage.
