The results showed that among the main factors influencing the
appropriate selection of teaching methods around post-method issue, first of all, minimizing method, 10  maco
perceptual mismatches, then, maximizing learning opportunities were the most significant strategies, prioritization,
and valuable. Conceptualizing linguistic input, as well as activating intuitive heuristic AHP

prioritized at the bottom of the ranking order. It is hoped that this study will pave the way
