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Introduction: The present study was conducted with the aim of designing and
compiling a social responsibility charter for sports organizations in the Islamic
Republic of Iran with a combined approach.

Methods: In terms of applied purpose, the present study was a research method
mixed with a sequential exploratory type and a survey collection method. The
statistical population in the qualitative part included professors and selected
managers of sports organizations (18 people) and in the quantitative part included
professors of managers of sports organizations (110 people). To collect information
in a quantitative part, a researcher-made questionnaire based on the qualitative part
was used, which was divided into two general parts: demographic characteristics and
its questions. This questionnaire consists of 30 items and in the form of 8 main
components in the form of five Likert options (strongly agree, 5 points to strongly
disagree, 1 point) were used. To analyze the findings, the method of structural

equations using Smart-PLS software was applied.

Results The results of the analysis of the interviews showed that 30 concept codes,
8 categories (core code) economic, legal, voluntary, ethical, environmental,
Education, personal and social health and energy consumption management are the
components of social responsibility of sports organizations.

Conclusion: Finally, the Charter of Social Responsibility of sports organizations was
designed. It is suggested to the sports organizations of the country to use the charter
of social responsibility of the current research in order to develop the social
responsibility of their organization.
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Introduction

Organizations, as intermediate links between individuals and
society, are of the fundamental components of today's human
social structure, which need society in order to survive and
continue their activities, in this regard, leading organizations
pay attention to providing new social services at the top of their
research and development activities. In other words, since
organizations are created based on social needs, and as
powerful phenomena, they leave many positive and negative
effects on society and its institutions, activities, and processes,
it is necessary to be responsible for these decisions and actions
that affect the society and take ethical considerations into
account. Complying at one time, it was believed that
institutions are only responsible to shareholders and
employees; but with the increase in population, the limitation
of resources and the importance of international competition,
new approaches were formed in the field of management and
social responsibility can be counted as one of the results of
these developments. Social responsibility is the organization's
voluntary commitment to perform transparent and non-
transparent tasks that the society's expectations contractually
assign to the organization.

Methods

In terms of practical purpose, the current research was
descriptive, research method and survey collection method,
and based on the research approach, it was mixed. In the first
stage, a qualitative method was used to build the model, and a
descriptive-analytical quantitative method was used to test the
model, and a correlation type based on the structural equation
model was used. The mixed research method was sequential
exploratory; That is, first it was qualitative and then
quantitative. The tool used in this research was developed after
conducting interviews and reaching theoretical saturation,
which includes 30 items and in the form of 8 components, in
the form of five Likert options (completely agree, 5 points to
completely disagree, 1 point) were used. The interview
questions include 1. In your opinion, in what area or areas is
the social responsibility of sports organizations in Iran? 2. In
what areas should it exist? 3. What points should be observed
in the charter of social responsibility of sports organizations?
What features should it have? 4. How do you evaluate the
performance of sports organizations in formulating and
adhering to social responsibility? In the first part (qualitative)
to conduct field interviews, the statistical population of the
research were the sports management professors (12 people)
who had published research (more than one article) in
reputable domestic and foreign publications in the field of
social responsibility, or written in this had the field of
translation and authorship) and selected managers of sports
organizations (6 people) whose organizations had taken
actions in the field of social responsibility, these people were
selected for qualitative interviews on the subject of the
research in a purposeful manner were conducted (18
interviews with 18 people and continued until theoretical
saturation) and in the second (quantitative) part, after
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collecting the information from the qualitative research, a
questionnaire was created and this questionnaire was
distributed among the managers of sports organizations in
Tehran.

Results

To check the fit of the measurement models, three criteria of
reliability, convergent validity and divergent validity were
used, and the reliability itself was done by checking factor
loading coefficients, Cronbach's alpha coefficients, and
composite reliability. The results of the analysis of the
interviews showed that 30 conceptual codes, 8 categories (core
codes) economic, legal, voluntary, ethical, environmental,
educational, personal and social health and energy
consumption management were among the components of
social responsibility of sports organizations. To be in the end,
the charter of social responsibility of sports organizations was
designed. It is suggested to the sports organizations of the
country to use the charter of social responsibility of the current
research in order to develop the social responsibility of their
organization.

Conclusion

The current research was carried out with the aim of designing
and compiling the charter of social responsibility of sports
organizations of the Islamic Republic of Iran with a combined
approach. The results of the analysis of the interviews showed
that 30 conceptual codes, 8 categories (core codes) economic,
legal, voluntary, ethical, environmental, educational, personal
and social health and energy consumption management are
among the components of social responsibility of sports
organizations. The results of the present research showed that
economic factors are among the dimensions of the charter of
social responsibility of sports organizations of the Islamic
Republic of Iran. In this regard, it should be stated that
economic policy in the field of financing social responsibility
programs is one of the factors that should be considered by
sports organizations. The results of the present research
showed that voluntary factors are among the dimensions of the
charter of social responsibility of sports organizations of the
Islamic Republic of Iran. In this regard, the formation of
voluntary specialized committees, groups and networks in
sports organizations to pursue activities related to social
responsibility and aligning the organization's policies and
practices with the general principles of social responsibility are
other important factors in developing the capacity of sports
organizations to respond to social responsibility. However, in
general, the social responsibility of companies has been one of
the most sensitive and attention-grabbing topics in the last few
decades, and it has received considerable attention from
management researchers.
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
