360 married individuals were selected using an online sampling method and
completed questionnaires assessing their propensity for infidelity (TIQ), the quality

Additionally, path analysis revealed that the quality of marital relations significantly
mediates the connection between pornography and marital infidelity. Based on the
research findings, it appears that problematic Internet usage, particularly the
consumption of explicit sexual content, may incite couples to engage in extramarital
